
No, it’s not another an-
nouncement about our new 
warehouse, but a new ven-
ture to help build the com-
munity. AOI is now part of 
the Mountain Re-Source 
Center (www.mountainre-
source.org) which links the 
“under-resourced with the 
overstocked. “ 

How does it work? Whole-
salers or retailers donate 
overstocked home repair 
items in exchange for a tax 
credit. Churches and non-
profit organizations pay 
shipping to receive these 
goods and then make them 
available to the community. 

The AOI Storehouse is 

membership based. Fami-
lies pay $25 per year; or-
ganizations  pay $50. 
There are no income 
guidelines. Arrangements 
can also be made for those 
who cannot afford the an-

nual membership. 

AOI still has 170 Simon-
ton windows. We also have 
two American Classic 

kitchen cabinets. A cost-
recovery donation is ac-
cepted for all items based 
on size or amount. We 
hope to have ceramic floor 
tile and insulation in the 
Spring.  

The Storehouse provides 
several benefits: helping 
people maintain homes and 
cut utility bills; encouraging 
stronger community infra-
structure; increasing local 
sales as people must pur-
chase other supplies such 
as trim, framing, fasteners 
to complete projects; and 
sustaining AOI. 

Hours are currently by ap-
pointment.
